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In this display we used Styrofoam as a candle
holder. The glass Neironim (candle holders) are
ideal for using with Styrofoam, because of the
little bit of glass that protrudes from the bottom.

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As an added safety precaution you can put one o
the foil disposable candlestick cups into the Styro-
foam before putting in the glass Neironim. To give the
effect of the Wall of Yerushalayim, we cut notches into
the Styrofoam to shape bricks, then spray painted it
with light browns and blacks. The moss was attached

with a hot glue gun.

We used a collection of artifacts of the Land of Israel
that we found in our home. For children or adult par-
ticipation, you can have your pre school, or Hebrew
school students bring something from home to add to
the collection.
